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¢ Most of the places that make VW
specials make dune buggies or For-
mula Vees. Autodynamics Corp., 2
Barnard . St., Marblehead, Mass.
makes kits for dune buggies, For-
mula Vees, and a street car. They
also make Group Seven and Formula
A race cars for Sam Posey.

The dune buggy kit they make is
the Deserter, designed by Alex Dear-
born and sold by the Dearborn Auto-
mobile Company, Inc.—which shares
offices with Autodynamics. The street
car is the Hustler, again a kit rather
than a complete car. The Formula
Vee is a Formula Vee available in kit
form or as a complete car.

Ray Caldwell started making and
racing Autodynamics Vees about
four years ago. The company has
grown since then. They’'ve spread out
over two buildings and need still
more space. There are 30 people
working there, and they manage to
produce 4 Hustlers, 8 Deserters, and
a couple of Formula Vees a week.
